sumes a mere 8.2 litres per 100 kilometres (~ 34 
mpg imp.) based on the New European Driving 
Cycle (~ 6 mpg imp. less than its predecessor). 
Also, at 194 g/km CO2, it is the first Porsche 
sports car to make it below the 200 g/km mark. 
With the 911 Carrera S, with its 3.8-litre boxer 
engine and what is now 400 hp, fuel consump-
tion when paired with the optional PDK is re-
duced by 14 per cent (~ 5 mpg imp.) to ~ 32 mpg 
imp. despite 15 hp 
more power. That 
equates to CO2 emis-
sions of 205 g/km. 
 
At the same time there 
are performance im-
provements in both 
models. The 911 Car-
rera S with PDK man-
ages to accelerate to 
100 km/h (~ 62 mph) 
in 4.3 seconds. Press-
ing the Sport Plus but-
ton on the optional 
Sport Chrono package 
cuts that to 4.1 seconds. The 911 Carrera with 
PDK needs only 4.6 seconds (Sport Plus 4.4 
seconds) to sprint to 100 km/h. 
 
The new 911 doesn’t just offer better longitudinal 
dynamics, however, but top performance at an 
unprecedented level in terms of transverse dy-
namics as well. In addition to the longer wheel-
base, the greater agility, precision and driving 
stability are based, among other things, on the 

wider front track, the new rear axle and new 
electro-mechanical power steering. Depending 
on the model, there are other standard or op-
tional active control systems available that fur-
ther enhance the driving dynamics. That is espe-
cially true for the Porsche Dynamic Chassis Con-
trol (PDCC) active roll stabilization system, avail-
able for the first time on the 911 Carrera S. For 
example, the system reduces lateral inclination 

when cornering, 
the tires always 
being in the optimal 
position relative to 
the road surface 
and able to trans-
mit higher lateral 
forces, increasing 
maximum corner-
ing speeds.  
 
It has therefore 
been possible in 
the new model to 
extend yet further 
the span of appar-

ently contradictory attributes such as perform-
ance and efficiency, sportiness and everyday 
practicality that has always typified the Porsche 
911. That makes the 911 Carrera more of a 911 
than ever. The new Porsche 911 Carrera cele-
brates its world premiere at the 2011 IAA Frank-
furt Motor Show with the launch of the new 911 
models getting under way on 3 December 2011; 
the new cars can be ordered from September 
1st.

Stuttgart. At 48, the Porsche 911 Carrera is 
younger than ever: The completely redesigned 
generation of the sports car icon is stepping into 
the limelight with its flat, stretched silhouette, 
exciting contours and precisely designed details. 
Yet from the very first glance it remains unmis-
takably a 911. True to the 911 tradition it exudes 
power and elegance. 
 
The 3.9 inch longer 
wheelbase and re-
duced height com-
bined with the up to 
20-inch wheels un-
derpin the athletic 
appearance. At the 
same time, the typi-
cal sports car com-
pact exterior dimen-
sions were retained. 
Seen from the front, 
the eye is drawn to 
the 911’s trademark 
wide-arched wings. 
They emphasize the 
wider front track, so that the new 911 Carrera 
models sit even more solidly on the road. The 
remodeled exterior mirrors are accommodated 
on the upper edge of the door and not on the 
mirror triangle. Not only is this aerodynamically 
advantageous, it also emphasizes the new de-
sign line and visual impression of width.

It is responsible for 
a significant proportion of the weight reduction of 
up to 45 kilograms. Aerodynamic optimization – 
including a wider, variably extending rear spoiler

duced even further. 
 

To complement the modern exterior, the Porsche 
designers created an interior, the architecture of 
which takes its cue from the Porsche Carrera 
GT. The driver is now even more closely inte-
grated with the cockpit thanks to the centre con-
sole rising up to the front with the high-mounted 
shift lever or gear selector located especially 
close to the steering wheel in typical motorsport 
fashion. Classic Porsche elements are also to be 

found inside: the in-
strument cluster with 
five round instru-
ments — one of 
them a high resolu-
tion multifunction 
screen. 
 
Setting the standard 
in its class, as it has 
for generations, the 
new 911 Carrera and 
Carrera S raise the 
performance and 
efficiency bar yet 
another notch. Fuel 

consumption and emissions are up to 16 per 
cent lower compared with its predecessor. 
Among other things, this is achieved by systems 
and functions such as auto start/stop, thermal 
management, electrical system recuperation, the 
world’s first seven-speed manual transmission 
and — in conjunction with the Porsche-PDK — 
“sailing” as it is called. The new electro-
mechanical power steering offers not only Por-
sche’s typical precision and feedback but also 
helps to increase efficiency and reduce fuel-
consumption. 
 
For example, the 911 Carrera with the new 350 
hp 3.4-litre boxer engine and optional PDK con-

The expression, “Everyone loves a Parade,” was 
true for those of us attending the 56th Porsche 
Parade in Savannah, GA. Savannah is a beauti-
ful old city, established as a colony in 1733. The 
riverfront has played an important part in its his-
tory as a colonial port, exporter of cotton and 
tourist destination. The last riverfront cotton of-
fice closed in 1956, and the revitalization of the 
waterfront area began in 1977. The Westin Hotel 
& Convention Center, site for the Parade, are 
located on Hutchison Island, across the narrow 
shipping channel that leads to Savannah Harbor.

There 
are many other high quality systems out there, 
each with their own sound. Perhaps you can find 
other local Turbo owners in your area with differ-
ent exhaust setups so you can hear them first-
hand. As far as performance goes, you are not 
going to make much power with the exhaust. 
With a turbo car, you will have more opportunity 
for performance gains with a system that uses 
100 cell catalysts as they will allow more flow. 
Free-flowing exhaust is important to allow the 
turbo to spool quickly and smoothly. The only 
downside is 100 cell cats can occasionally cause 
check engine lights with stock software. If you 
are looking for real performance gains, you 
should look into performance software for the 
engine management control unit (DME). Quality 
software can also open up the parameters for 
the catalyst and check engine light so your per-
formance exhaust system will not trip the check 
engine light.

Q. I drive my 2007 911S in the mountains ag-
gressively. I have noted that my oil temp var-
ies between 220 and 230 during spirited driv-
ing, while the water temp is a steady 175. Is 
220 to 230 ok? Thanks. — Barry Smith [CAR] 
 

A. 220-230 degrees F is perfectly acceptable. 
These cars will run about 250 degrees F during 
hot track days with no concerns. Oil temps 
above 212 degrees F are good because they 
burn off the condensation that has accumulated 
in the oil. If temperatures exceed 250 degrees F 
for an extended period of time, I might start to 
become concerned but the temperatures you are 
seeing are OK. 
 
 
Model: 997.2, Year: 2010, Mileage: 5700, Type 
of use: Street use only 
Q. I have found that many times I have to 
hold the key in the start position for many 
seconds, sometimes about 10 seconds, be-
fore the engine starts cranking. It starts right 
away after it starts cranking. Problem is of-
tentimes, not always, it just doesn't crank 
right away. I have clutch fully depressed dur-
ing the starting procedure and have other 
foot on the brake also. I asked a related ques-
tion a few months ago and I discovered that 
the most reliable way of starting the car was 
to keep the clutch pedal fully depressed, 
other foot on brake, and keep key in start po-
sition and just wait (for a few seconds) until it 
cranks. What could be the problem?

A. Some of the early DFI 9X7s (09-10) had faulty 
"start enable switches." This switch is the clutch 
switch that closes at the very bottom of clutch 
pedal travel. I would start by having this switch 
replaced and then see if you concern persists.
